o What is FAST?

The Formative Assessment
System for Teachers (FAST)

is a set of reading and math
assessments that teachers use
to measure student learning.
FAST scores help teachers to
know what kind of teaching
each student needs to help
them grow, both individually
and as part of the whole class.
