Randy Sanford, SEH, presented the Site Feasibility Study report. The report provides options and cost-
analysis for routing sanitary sewer and water main service to the new elementary school site. It addresses 
the minimum needs to serve the schools, as well as other options that could be used in partnership with the 
City of Altoona’s overall systems, and recommendations were given based on those needs. Storm water 
infiltration was also addressed, as well as options for a multi-use trail along KB. Mr. Sanford will present 
the report to the Altoona City Council on January 8. As part of their study, SEH also conducted a traffic 
impact study, and those results were reviewed briefly. The analysis will be finalized for presentation to the 
Eau Claire County Board. David Cihasky, ADG, shared the most recent floor plan designs and exterior 
renderings for the elementary school. Plans will be finalized in the near future. (2) 2015/16 Calendar – 
School Start Date Waiver. The district’s request for a waiver to the September 1 state-mandated school start 
date has been approved for the 2015/16 school year.  The approval provides for a start date of August 19, 
2015, and an early end date of May 25, 2016. (3)  Library Board Meeting. Dr. Biedron briefly reviewed the 
December 18 library board meeting.

The week began with a meeting between ADG, SEH, M&J, and the District, in which Randy S. presented the Site
Feasibility Study to the District. This Study provided “Options” for routing Sanitary and “Scenarios” for routing Water
laterals to the site, connection(s) to the City’s utility infrastructure and estimated costs associated with each option
and scenario. Option 1 – Sanitary and Scenario 2 – Water was recommended by SEH as the preferred routing due
to the overall estimated costs associated. A copy of this report can be made available as requested.
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The Study also provided information on Storm-water infiltration/containment on the property, as well as, a multi-use
trial connecting the property to the trial (or proposed trial) to the west of the property at Bartlett Avenue.  For now,
the Multi-use trail will be considered an “Add Alternate”.

 

A traffic impact analysis was also presented – more to come on the effect of this information after we have the
opportunity to review/present it to the Eau Claire County Highway Commissioner (Meeting scheduled Thursday
1-15-15 at 9:00 a.m.)

 

The  presenting Team above, then met with the Altoona City Council on 1-8-15 and offered the same report for the
City’s consumption. The City is taking the Study into consideration as Options and Scenarios may/will impact the
City’s future growth; as such, the City may want to partner with the District and install infrastructure that will benefit
both parties. On-going discussions and negotiations are necessary.

 

ADG, SEH, and NCE met Friday, 1-9-15, to discuss Site Civil and Structural elements – conceptually – so design
can begin on theses aspects of the project. Discussion was as follows:

 

·        Schedule –tentative design dates are: (Justin G to confirm and provide milestone schedule)

o   Schematic Design sign-off January 21st

o   Design Development for approval the week of February 16th

o   Design Development sign-off February 23rd

o   Electrical and Gas – TBD – Preference Boiler Room/Receiving area (Justin G to coordinate)

o   Storm-water retention/infiltration basin(s) – primarily as shown on information provided in
Feasibility Report.

·        Soil Borings:

o   SEH will provide site map indicating boring locations – ADG will draft a proposal to obtain costs
and secure Geotechnical Information.

Introduction 

Professional traffic engineers with Short Elliott Hendrickson, Inc (SEH) have been contracted to evaluate 
the traffic impacts of the proposed new elementary school on Bartlett Avenue / County Trunk Highway 
KB (CTH KB), in the City of Altoona, WI. 

This Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) was conducted to evaluate weekday, peak hour operating conditions 
and recommend a geometric layout for the proposed new driveway / street access to CTH KB. 

Executive Summary 

Based upon an industry standard traffic impact analysis, the subject new school site plan dated 1/5/2015 is 
expected to operate with adequate roadway and intersection capacity under existing highway and traffic 
conditions.  However, several multi-modal and longer term planning elements should be considered for 
the future and to provide for increased safety and operational contingencies, for the benefit of the school 
and community as a whole. 

Location / Development Summary 

The planned, referendum-approved new school site is located on CTH KB on the eastern edges of the 
City of Altoona.  Just to the east of the site is the intersection of CTH SS/ 9 Mile Creek Road and CTH 
KB.  CTH KB / Bartlett Ave along the school frontage is a typical 2-lane roadway with a posted speed 
limit of 35 mph.  The school site is about 56 acres with a frontage along CTH KB of approximately 1,354 
feet.   

The new school’s construction is planned to be completed for the school opening in September 2016.  The 
size of the school is planned for grades K-3rd grade, with potential expansion to include grades 4-5.  
Estimates of student attendance for K-3 is approximately 500 students.  For future planning, another 250 
students was estimated for grades 4-5 for traffic analysis purposes. 

The latest site plan dated 1/5/2015 for the proposed school site layout shows a number of key elements 
related to traffic.  The new access for the school on CTH KB is roughly equidistant to the existing bridge 
at CTH SS / 9 Mile Creek. Technically the distance proposed on the latest site plan is 930 feet center-line 
to center-line.  The one main drive into the school site is planned at 44-feet wide to allow for two separate 
egress lanes for left turns and right turns, plus a wide enough berth for ingress for buses.

Existing and Historical Traffic Counts 

Traffic counts were conducted in November 2014 after the approval of the new school referendum.  In 
addition, historical traffic counts were also assembled from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation 
(WisDOT), which show a number of daily traffic counts in and around the City of Altoona.  These counts 
show approximately existing daily traffic in the range of 2,000-2,500 vehicle per day on this section of 
CTH KB / Bartlett Ave.  Twelve (12) hour turning movements at the intersection of CTH KB and CTH 
SS / 9 Mile Creek Road also were used in to help inform the analysis and consideration of potential traffic 
impacts. 

Trip Generation / Distribution 

An estimate of the new future traffic related to the school site was developed based on the industry 
standard ITE Trip Generation Manual (Institute of Transportation Engineers).  Trip rates in this standard 
manual are typical averages used to provide a reasonable estimate of new traffic.  The rates also recognize 
that some variation may occur based upon local conditions.  The trip generation table for the proposed 
new school site is shown in the Attachment – Summary of Trip Generation Estimate.  As shown in the 
table, the new K-3 grades school planned with projected 500 students is expected to generate: 

• 225 total trips (124 in/ 101 out) during the AM peak hour; and 
• 140 trips (63 in / 77 out) during the PM peak hour.   

Trip generation and analysis was also conducted for the potential future expansion of grades 4-5.  

Total daily traffic for the K-3 grades is estimated at 645 vehicles per day (vpd) on average, with a 
potential for an above-average total of 935 vpd based on data variations in trip generation rates available.  
For the potential future grades 4-5, the total daily traffic is estimated at 968 vpd using average rates, and 
1,403 vpd based on above-average rates. 

With traffic estimated for the site, this new traffic was distributed to the area road network for the related 
intersection peak hour turning movements.  These peak hours are the critical element used in traffic 
operations analysis and site access design.  The trip distribution assignments for the new school site 
estimated roughly 2/3 of new traffic would link to / from the west, and 1/3 of new traffic link to / from the 
east.  

The resulting new traffic projected from the new school is shown in the attachments Traffic Study 
Projected Peak Hour Turning Movement Counts and Projected Daily Traffic.  To give some context of 
these new traffic volumes, the new projected daily traffic would be similar to the most recently reported 
daily traffic counts found in the City of Altoona on streets like 1st St W at Spooner Ave and 10th St W at 
Spooner Ave. 

Traffic Operations Level of Service and Site Access --Turn Lane Needs and Design 

Based upon the existing traffic counts and new school traffic projections, the level of service for the both 
the A.M. and P.M. peak hours at the school site main access and CTH KB were analyzed using standard 
traffic operations modeling and analysis tools. This included using the industry standard for two-way stop 
control based on the Highway Capacity Manual and related Highway Capacity Software (HCS 2010 
software).   

The models show traffic operations to operate at level of service (LOS) “C” or better for the K-3 grade 
scenario as well as the potential future 4-5 grade expansion.   
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LOS ‘C” is considered acceptable or good traffic operations based on industry defined levels of vehicle 
delay.  Level of Service (LOS) is a quantitative measure that refers to the overall quality of flow at an 
intersection ranging from very good, represented by LOS “A”, to very poor, represented by LOS “F.”  
LOS is based on average delay per vehicle based on the industry standard Highway Capacity Manual, and 
related traffic modeling software (HCS 2010 traffic software).  LOS “D” is typically considered the 
acceptable minimum for design purposes, which represents average delays of less than 55 seconds per 
vehicle during the peak traffic hour of the day.  However, often times the LOS “C” threshold is used as 
the main criterion, particularly for major roadways and key or critical intersections in a street network.  
The attachment shows the HCS 2010 worksheets produced for the individual intersections of this study. 

While no exclusive left turn or right turn lanes are projected to be needed in the near-term from a 
traditional traffic operations level of service standpoint, it is recommended to plan for exclusive turn lanes 
on CTH KB from a customer-service and safety perspective, as well as future community planning and 
highway facility and capacity standpoint.  

At a minimum, some sort of reservation of land along the school site frontage should be planned for both 
right and left turn lanes of roughly 11-foot wide lanes of approximately 150 feet in each direction, with 
150-foot long tapers in both directions.  It is recommended that the right of way in total be approximately 
80-feet wide, so as to accommodate the right turn lane, a tree terrace, and wider sidewalk and planned 
bike path. 

Given the expected relatively high volume of right turns into the school site with the K-3 grades school 
planned, and to take advantage of properly grading the site and ongoing logistics of other related site and 
infrastructure work, the community may want to consider constructing an exclusive right turn concurrent 
with the school opening.  The exclusive left turn, while not found to be needed in the near-term, is likely 
to be needed in the future if through traffic increases on CTH KB with more growth and development to 
the east of the school site.   

Draft geometric plans for an exclusive right turn lane are included in the report attachments, shown in 
Figure 1-RT.   Plans for a future exclusive left turn lane with the above right turn lane are shown in Figure 
2-LT.  The current school opening projected peak hour turning movement counts at the school site access 
do not quite meet the threshold guidelines found in established design and traffic guidelines for providing 
an exclusive left turn lane.  The point at which an exclusive left turn is needed or recommended would be 
when another approximately 1,000 vpd more traffic developed on CTH KB passing by the school site.  
This is roughly equivalent to the traffic generated from 100 new single family homes that could be 
developed over the course of many years on surrounding land in the greater Altoona area and the CTH 
KB corridor. 

Related to the school site, the main site access roadway should be 44-48 feet wide to allow for or two 
separate egress lanes for left turns and right turns, plus a wide enough berth for ingress for buses. The 
storage length for the two lanes should be approximately 200 feet long for queue storage for the full site 
build-out. 

Closing 

If there are additional questions or clarifications needed or arise during the review process, traffic 
engineering staff would be more than happy to review and provide a response.

 10 
Resolution 15-01:  Creation of School Districts 11 
Amend existing resolution 1.31 to add the underlined language as follows: 12 

 13 
The WASB supports a process for the creation of school districts only if the action to create a 14 
new district is: 15 

(a) approved by the school board(s) in the affected school district(s), and 16 
(b) approved by a majority of the voters at a referendum in each of the affected school 17 

districts. 18 
 19 
Rationale: Proposals to create new school districts involve a number of important decisions that 20 
impact the affected communities, including determining the precise boundaries of the proposed 21 
district and apportioning the assets and liabilities among the existing district(s) and the proposed 22 
district.  The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members 23 
an opportunity to validate and clarify the WASB’s existing position regarding the process for 24 
creating new districts. 25 
 26 
 27 
Resolution 15-02:  School Start Date & Pupil Transportation—AP & IB Programming  28 
Create resolution 1.22 (b) as follows: 29 
 30 

Barring a repeal of the existing September 1 school start mandate, the WASB encourages the 31 
DPI to amend its administrative rules to allow waivers from the September 1 start date to school 32 
boards that enroll significant percentages of 11th and 12th grade students in Advanced Placement 33 
(AP) programming as it does with respect to International Baccalaureate (IB) programming.  34 
The WASB further encourages the DPI to allow all schools within such a district a start date 35 
waiver if the school district operates one schedule of busses for transporting all K-12 students.   36 

 37 
Rationale: Under current DPI administrative rules, the DPI may allow high schools to start the 38 
school year earlier than September 1 if they enroll at least 75 percent of 11th and 12th grade students 39 
in International Baccalaureate (IB) programming.  The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced 40 
this resolution to allow WASB members to decide whether to express support for treating 41 
Advanced Placement (AP) programming on a par with IB programming when it comes to the 42 
school start date as well as support for allowing a district granted such a waiver based on 43 
enrollment in AP programming to start all classes before September 1 if the school district operates 44 
one schedule of busses for transporting all district pupils. 45

Resolution 15-03:  School Start Date Waivers & Pupil Transportation—Alignment of Public & 1 
Private School Calendars  2 
Create: The WASB encourages the DPI to grant a start date waiver to every school district that has 3 
been unable to reach agreements to align the school year start date with private and parochial 4 
schools for which the district provides pupil transportation. 5 
 6 
Rationale: Some private and parochial high schools advertise that they start school prior to 7 
September 1 and assert that students who attend their schools will, for example, have more time to 8 
prepare for Advanced Placement (AP) exams.  The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this 9 
resolution to allow WASB members to decide whether to express their support for encouraging the 10 
DPI to recognize the competitive disadvantage and costs to public school districts when schedules 11 
are not aligned when it considers granting waivers to the September 1 start date mandate. 12 
 13 
 14 
Resolution 15-04: Technical Education Teacher Shortage 15 
Create: The WASB supports reasonable efforts to address the shortage of licensed technical 16 
education teachers, including efforts to increase the number of licensed teachers qualified to be in a 17 
classroom in technical education content areas where shortages are most acute. 18 
 19 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members 20 
to decide whether to express support for addressing the shortage of licensed technical education 21 
teachers in the state and the problems this shortage is creating for districts, including the 22 
phenomenon of districts “poaching” technical education teachers from neighboring districts and the 23 
increased costs to districts that result from the bidding up of salaries, including starting salaries. 24 
   25 
Efforts to address this problem could, for example, include attempts:  to update the trade specialist 26 
permit pathway (§ 118.19, Wis. Stats.), including to reflect that certain apprenticeship programs 27 
(e.g., in auto mechanics) no longer exist; to broaden  the alternative teacher training program (§ 28 
118.192, Wis. Stats.) to include career and technical education content areas; to harmonize 29 
requirements for those with a bachelor’s degree  who are  licensed as a technical education 30 
instructor in a technical college with the requirements needed for DPI licensure as a technical 31 
education teacher; to create a general technical education licensure, with the ability to get additional 32 
specific certifications; to rely more on industry standards and certifications plus appropriate 33 
pedagogical training for those who already have a DPI teacher license in a non-technical education 34 
area but are willing to add technical expertise to obtain a technical education license; and to 35 
maximize the use of technical college system resources to prepare candidates for licensure in 36 
automotive-related and other appropriate areas. 37 
 38 
 39 
Resolution 15-05: State Funding and Flexibility for Course Options Program 40 
Create: The WASB supports additional, adequate state funding to reimburse the cost to school 41 
districts of students taking courses through the Course Options Program. The WASB further 42 
supports legislation to amend the Course Options Program to provide school districts with an 43 
adequate amount of time to make appropriate adjustments to course offerings, class schedules,  44 
and staffing assignments and to allow districts to give due consideration to their resident students in 45 
allocating spaces in Course Options Program classes conducted as concurrent enrollment classes in 46 
the district’s own facilities and taught by a district teacher. 47 
 48 
 49 



Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow the members to 1 
decide whether to express support for making revisions to statutory changes that replaced the Part-2 
time Open Enrollment Program with the Course Options Program, including providing adequate 3 
state funding to ensure the Course Options Program does not operate as an unfunded mandate on 4 
local districts.  Among the changes that resulted from the transformation of the Part-Time Open 5 
Enrollment Program to a Course Options Program is that the responsibility for the payment of 6 
tuition to a college or university for a concurrent enrollment course (in which a student receives 7 
both high school and college credit) now falls on the student’s resident school board rather than on 8 
the student.  A formal Attorney General opinion affirms that the Course Options Program statute (§ 9 
118.52, Wis. Stats.) applies to a concurrent enrollment class taught by a high school teacher who is 10 
classified as an adjunct instructor of the college or university. 11 
 12 
 13 
Resolution 15-06: Increase Coordination between Youth Options and Course Options Programs 14 
Create: The WASB supports statutory changes to improve coordination between the Youth Options 15 
and Course Options programs that provide opportunities for students to complete coursework at 16 
educational institutions other than the student’s resident district. The WASB further supports 17 
reasonable limitations on opportunities for students to initiate postsecondary coursework at other 18 
educational institutions at the expense of the student’s resident school district. 19 
 20 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow the members to 21 
decide whether to express support for revising the Youth Options and Course Options programs so 22 
they are better coordinated and operate in greater harmony with each other and support for 23 
providing for reasonable limitations on the extent to which public school districts are responsible 24 
for subsidizing the earning of post-secondary credits by students while still enrolled in K-12 25 
schools. 26 
 27 
 28 
Resolution 15-07: Open Enrollment–Revise Open Enrollment Application Window Period 29 
Amend existing resolution 3.77 (j) to add the following underlined language:  30 

 31 
The WASB supports requiring that all open enrollment applications be submitted within the 32 
statutory window period. Further, the WASB supports legislation shortening the statutory 33 
open enrollment window period so it begins on the first Monday in February and ends on 34 
the second Friday in March. 35 

 36 
 37 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow members to 38 
decide whether to express support for a proposed change the Committee determined could make 39 
open enrollment more manageable for school districts. A shorter application window would give 40 
parents whose open enrollment applications submitted during the window period have been 41 
approved more time to make decisions and would give districts more time to make staffing 42 
decisions.   43

Resolution 15-08: Open Enrollment –Decision-Making under the Alternative Application Process 1 
Repeal and recreate existing resolution 3.77(k) so it reads as follows:  2 

 3 
The WASB supports requiring open enrollment applications submitted outside the statutory 4 
window period be subject to the sole approval by the school board of the resident district. 5 

 6 
Rationale: At the time existing resolution 3.77(k) was adopted, creation of an alternative 7 
application process for open enrollment had been proposed but had not yet been enacted into law.  8 
The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members to decide 9 
whether to update existing resolution 3.77(k) to reflect that an exception to the open enrollment 10 
statutory window has indeed been created and to express support for allowing the student’s resident 11 
district to control the approval of open enrollment applications submitted for any reason allowable 12 
under the law outside the statutory application window period.  13 
 14 
 15 
Resolution 15-09: Modify Out-of-State Tuition Payment Statute 16 
Create:  The WASB supports modifications to the tuition payment statute that currently allows 17 
some Wisconsin pupils to attend an out-of-state public school with the pupil’s resident district 18 
making tuition payments to the out-of-state school district. 19 
 20 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members 21 
to decide whether to express support for modifying a Wisconsin statute (§ 121.78, Wis. Stats.) that 22 
places in-state school districts in border areas in a position where an out-state-school can recruit 23 
Wisconsin pupils and have the pupil’s tuition paid by a Wisconsin school district without any 24 
similar mutual obligation on the part of the out-of-state school.   25 
 26 
Potential changes to this statute include changes that might create a mutuality of obligation (or level 27 
the playing field) between in-state and out-of-state school districts, including: (1) permitting  a 28 
Wisconsin school district to deny such requests when the state in which the out-of-state school is 29 
located does not have a reciprocity agreement that similarly permits an out-of-state pupil to attend 30 
school in a Wisconsin school district; (2) better ensuring that Wisconsin school districts and 31 
taxpayers are not financially disadvantaged by such arrangements, including through the provision 32 
of maximum payment amounts; (3) providing that the appeal of a denial by a resident school district 33 
is to the appropriate Wisconsin circuit court rather than to the school district boundary appeal 34 
board; and (4) clarifying that a Wisconsin pupil who enrolls at a public school located outside this 35 
state pursuant to the tuition payment statute is fully counted in membership of his or her resident 36 
district for revenue limit purposes as the pupil would be counted if he or she were attending a public 37 
school in a nonresident Wisconsin public school district under Wisconsin’s Full-Time Open 38 
Enrollment Program. 39 
 40 
 41 
Resolution 15-10: Boundary Appeal Board Decisions 42 
Create resolution 5.24 c) as follows: 43 

 44 
c) Considering appeals arising from the tuition payment statute. 45 
 46 

Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members to 47 
decide whether to express support for prohibiting the boundary appeal board from considering appeals 48 
arising from the tuition payment statute (§ 121.78, Wis. Stats.).  49 



Resolution 15-11: Rehiring Wisconsin Retirement System (WRS) Retirees  1 
Repeal and recreate existing resolution 4.37 to read as follows: 2 

 3 
The WASB supports legislation that would: a) allow a person who is receiving a Wisconsin 4 
Retirement System (WRS) retirement annuity to be rehired in WRS participating employment 5 
after at least a 60-day break period between terminating WRS participating employment and 6 
returning to WRS participating employment; and b) restore to such rehired employees the 7 
option to continue to receive their WRS annuity (but not accrue any additional WRS 8 
contributions or service credit), regardless of the number of hours worked. 9 

 10 
Rationale:  The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow members to 11 
decide whether to express support for revising and updating resolution 4.37, which was adopted 12 
before legislation regarding rehiring retired WRS participants (e.g., teachers and administrators) 13 
was enacted and whether to express support for a 60-day break-in-service requirement rather than 14 
75 days as required under current law.    15 
 16 
2013 Wisconsin Act 20, the biennial budget act, changed, from 30 days to 75 days, the length of 17 
time that a WRS participant who has applied for a retirement annuity or payment must wait 18 
between terminating WRS covered employment and returning to WRS participating employment. 19 
Returning to WRS eligible employment within the 75-day minimum break period makes the 20 
participant ineligible for a retirement annuity or lump sum payment.  This change first applied to 21 
participating employees under the WRS who terminate covered employment under the WRS on 22 
July 2, 2013. The proposed resolution would decrease the required break-in-service period before a 23 
retired employee may be rehired from 75 days to 60 days. 24 
 25 
Act 20 further provides that if a WRS participant receiving a retirement annuity obtains subsequent 26 
covered employment in which he or she is expected to work at least two-thirds of what is 27 
considered full-time employment (defined as 880 hours for teachers and educational support staff 28 
and 1,200 hours for all others), the participant’s annuity shall be suspended and no annuity payment 29 
shall be payable until after the participant terminates this subsequent covered employment. This 30 
change applies to participating employees under the WRS who terminated covered employment 31 
under the WRS on or after July 2, 2013.  The proposed resolution would support restoring to a 32 
rehired employee who is currently receiving a WRS annuity the option to continue to receive his or 33 
her WRS annuity (but not accrue any additional WRS contributions or service credit), regardless of 34 
the number of hours he or she works, rather than being required to suspend the WRS annuity during 35 
the period or reemployment as is the case under current law. 36 
 37 
 38 
Resolution 15-12: Repeal of “Populous Counties Teacher Tenure” Statute 39 
Create: The WASB supports the repeal of the “teacher tenure” statute.  40 
 41 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members 42 
to decide whether to express support for the repeal of the “teacher tenure” law (§ 118.23, Wis. 43 
Stats.), which granted to certain Milwaukee County teachers who achieved tenure status before 44 
December 21, 1995, a form of permanent employment rights known as tenure when they received 45 
their fourth contract in the same school system.  46 
 47 
Although tenure is no longer being granted, those teachers who received tenure on or before Dec. 48 
21, 1995 are “grandfathered” under the statute and continue to have tenure. A teacher who has 49 



attained tenure status may be dismissed or discharged only for the reasons specified in the statute 1 
and upon written charges. The “teacher tenure” statute creates a higher burden on districts seeking 2 
to dismiss or discharge a teacher than even the “just cause” standard that was common in collective 3 
bargaining agreements. Further, a public hearing on the charges before the school board must be 4 
granted if the teacher submits a written request for a hearing.  5 
 6 
 7 
Resolution 15-13: Rural School Staff Recruitment and Retention   8 
Create: The WASB supports state and federal initiatives to assist rural school districts in their 9 
efforts to attract and retain high quality staff, including student loan forgiveness programs and 10 
grants for teachers who commit to work in rural school districts for at least a minimum number of 11 
years as determined by the legislature. 12 
 13 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution in recognition that rural 14 
school districts often have trouble attracting and retaining high quality staff to give WASB 15 
members an opportunity to decide whether to express support for proposals that address this issue. 16 
Often rural school districts complain that they hire new teachers and provide training and 17 
experience only to see them leave for bigger districts that offer higher salaries. Offering incentives 18 
could help attract teachers to underserved, high-needs areas of the state and keep them in those 19 
areas. (A proposal to create a state initiative of this type was endorsed by the Assembly Speaker’s 20 
Task Force on Rural Schools.)  21 
 22 
 23 
Resolution 15-14: Rehiring Retired Teachers - Affordable Care Act Issues 24 
Create: The WASB supports legislation to clarify that under the federal Affordable Care Act a 25 
retiree who participates in a school district’s retiree-only Health Reimbursement Arrangement 26 
(HRA) may return to employment in that school district for less than 30 hours per week without 27 
jeopardizing his or her eligibility to continue to receive retiree health benefits through an HRA and 28 
without jeopardizing the school district’s compliance with the Affordable Care Act. 29 
 30 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members 31 
to decide whether to express support for addressing a concern that the Affordable Care Act 32 
interferes with some school districts’ abilities to hire retirees, including retired teachers and 33 
administrators as substitute teachers or interim administrators, without impacting the retiree health 34 
benefits of such rehired retirees. The solution suggested by the resolution seeks to provide some 35 
clarity for rehired retirees and for districts alike. 36 
 37 
 38 
Resolution 15-15: Student Achievement Guarantee in Education Program (SAGE) 39 
Create: The WASB supports legislation to shift the emphasis of the Student Achievement 40 
Guarantee in Education (SAGE) Program from class-size reduction to achievement-gap reduction. 41 
 42 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members 43 
to express their support for a change likely to be recommended by a Legislative Council Special 44 
Study Committee that has been examining alternatives to the current SAGE program. 45 
 46 
 47 
 48 
 49 



Resolution 15-16: Allow School Board Members to Serve as Volunteer Coaches or Student Advisors 1 
Create: The WASB supports legislation to allow a school board member to serve as a volunteer 2 
coach or advisor of student extracurricular activities provided all of the following conditions are 3 
met: 4 

 5 
(a) The school board member receives no compensation for service as a volunteer coach or 6 
advisor. 7 
(b) During the period he or she serves as a volunteer in a particular program, the school 8 
board member abstains from voting on issues before the school board concerning that 9 
program. 10 
(c) The appointing authority has received the results of a criminal history background check 11 
from the Wisconsin Department of Justice or the Federal Bureau of Investigation for the 12 
school board member.   13 

 14 
Rationale: The common law doctrine of incompatibility generally provides that a public officer may 15 
not be a public employee if the office and employment are incompatible.  The Policy & Resolutions 16 
Committee advanced this resolution to allow the WASB membership to decide whether to express 17 
support for the adoption in Wisconsin of a law, similar to one enacted in Michigan, which, in effect, 18 
codifies the common law doctrine of incompatibility, but provides an exception to allow a member 19 
of a school board to be appointed to or serve as a volunteer coach or supervisor of a student 20 
extracurricular activity provided certain specific conditions are met.  21 
 22 
 23 
Resolution 15-17: Teacher Shortages & Alternative Licensure Pathways 24 
Create: The WASB supports reasonable efforts to provide pathways to licensure for teaching 25 
candidates in subject or content areas where there is a shortage of licensed teachers, provided that 26 
candidates have bachelor’s degrees and are qualified to be in a classroom as demonstrated by 27 
appropriate experience, knowledge and skills in the subject or content area, and rigorous training in 28 
pedagogy, assessment, and classroom management. 29 
 30 
Rationale: The Policy & Resolutions Committee advanced this resolution to allow WASB members 31 
to decide whether to express support for reasonable efforts to provide alternative pathways to 32 
licensure in subject or content areas where there is a shortage of licensed teachers. 33 
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
